“The Tether-ball Story” 
 
 Keep your center still and achieve maximum consistency 
and great power. The title takes us back to the playground 
and the memory of the tall kid swatting the ball as it 
rotates in a perfect circle around the rigid pole, rope taut.  
 
Any movement by the center-pole reduces centrifugal 
force and changes the path of the ball. In the same way, 
your swing center, the core of your torso, can rotate 90 
degrees on your back swing and 180ish degrees on your 
downswing and follow-through, but it can’t be allowed to 
move.  
 
Swing like your torso is in a tube that fits snug but not so 
snug this it restricts your rotation. Your tilt at address is 
the tilt of the tube. Your tilt on your backswing is the tilt of 
the tube. Even at impact your tilt remains that of the tube. 
Only when your arms have passed your bodies (post 
impact) can you all the momentum of your swing raise you 
back up into an upright position as you watch the ball.  
 
What is there to gain?  
 

¶ Your club-path will improve. 
 

¶ Your club-head speed will increase due to greater 
centrifugal force and arm extension.
